	Restores habeas corpus and due process at Guantanamo Bay and to other detainees held indefinitely by the federal government. Stops any president from deciding who is an enemy combatant and limits that designation to people actually in armed conflict with our country. It also gives back to detainees at Guantanamo Bay and elsewhere the Constitution’s habeas corpus protection of having a court decide whether a person is being imprisoned unlawfully.

Blocks the federal government from making up its own rules on torture. Makes clear the federal government must comply with the Geneva Conventions, and no one in the federal government - not even the president –  can make up their own rules on the use of torture and abuse.

Ends the existence of two different standards  –  one for privates and sergeants and another for top government officials. Ensures that all felony torture and abuse can be prosecuted, even if the perpetrator is sitting in an office in Washington instead of serving as a private in the field.
