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at its satellitelocation during the"overlap"period.

Boardsof electionsin countiesthat use DRE voting systemsas their primary voting systems
may, for the overlapperiod, useballotsfrom eachprecinct'sallotmentof backuppaperballots
requiredto beproducedfor eachelectionprecinctas requiredby Directive 2008-59for Election
Dayvoting (minimum 25% of the lastpresidentialelection'svoterturnout).

Having these"overlap" voters(who registerandvote during the "overlap" period)vote a paper
absenteeballot with an identification envelopepreservesthe secrecyof their ballots. If those
particularvoters are challengedpursuantto R.C. 3509.07,and more specifically pursuantto
R.C. 3505.19or 3503.24,and if any of the challengesis successful,suchvoters'ballotswill be
able to be identified and disqualified without jeopardizingthe secrecyof their votes,because
their votedballotswill remainin theidentificationenvelopes.

R.C. 3503.16preventsboardsof electionsfrom requiring personswho registerandvote during
the "overlap" period to vote by provisionalabsenteeballot, sincethat statutewhich authorizes
provisionalabsenteevoting doesnot permit this type of voting to occuruntil twenty-eightdays
or lessbeforethe election. (See,R.C. 3503.16(B)(2)). Regardless,provisionalabsenteevoting
would not be necessaryfor these"overlap"voters,sinceanydeficiencyin registrationthatcould
be resolvedby requiring provisional voting would be resolvedby the new or updatedvoter
registrationwhich occursbeforethevoter registrationdeadline.

Boardsof electionsmay find it advisableto continueto useoptical scan paperabsenteeballots
for in personabsenteevoting until thedeadlinefor filing challenges(twenty(20) daysbeforethe
generalelection,or October15, 2008, this year). Boardsusing DRE voting systemsmay only
use their stock of backuppaperballots for the "overlap" voting period. If they wish to use
opticalscanpaperballotsfor the lO-dayperiodthroughthecloseof thechallengedeadline,they
shouldordermorepaperabsenteeballotsaccordingly.
