On7 /,_ _/(__ 'January 2004, you were briefed by the A Company commander, _. ],.,._,
soldiers of 1st platoon pushed two Iraqi men into the Tigris g one o to
drown. You ordered them to deny that the men were pushed into the river and to say that
they were dropped off at the side of the road. Your conduct was wrongful, criminal and
will not be tolerated.

2. Good order and discipline requires leaders to live and enforce standards of conduct we
expect from our subordinates. Your conduct is a poor example for other soldiers to
follow. As a commissioned officer, I expect much more from you. Your actions have
brought discredit upon you, 1-8thInfantry, 4 th Infant}y Division, and the United States
Army. Your violation of the Uniform Code of Justice (UCMJ) casts severe doubt on
your suitability for leadership in the U.S. Army.

3. This reprimand is imposed IAW Article 15, UCMJ and will be flied in conjunction
with DA Form 2627.
