1. This report completes the preliminary inguiry condu
nce with reference (a) into the alleged abuse of
ﬁy members of the 2/2 raid force on the morning of 18 July

04 in Mahmudiyah, Iragq.

Mter the initial allegaticns of abuse were made by-

nd subsequently sent to the RCT 1 Bravo Command in
Mahmudiyah, I spoke to the 1ndividuals llsted above. 1In
addition, the battalion Executive Q : ke _+to the Marines
who conducted the actual search of KisHCAlL®) home, and with
the entire HE™ which interviewed ERNANSE . Each individual
listed above gave a complete accourt, verbally to me, of what he
recalled about the morning of 18 July.

4. Summary of findings: The decision to raid the Al Rahman
Mosgue was based on single source reporting to the 2/2 HET.

This source was referred to them by the 507th ING Battalion s2,
and that source had a record of reliability with the 507th which
included the location of IEDs in zone. The source specifically

identifi Ly (7HC {although he did not state that he was
as being an ACF s i gave very explicit
details about the location of home, to include the
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location of the weapon which J{SIESIL® kept. The initial raid
on the mosque revealed nothing, but the secondary target, which
the source had provided, turned up 2 complete B82mm mortar
systems, 2 RPG launchers, 8 RPG rounds and 36 hand grenades.
Based on this validation of the sources information, a third
home was raided. This was the home of JISIVANOIEEE. When the raid
force entered, they went to the location where the source had
stated a weapen was kept, and found the weapon, exactly as

with respect by the Marines., He was flex cuf P for
all detainees. Once back at Camp Mahmudiyah, as
interviewed by HET, again being called "sir” and after

approximately 5 hours, he was released. He was offered an
apology, a ride home, or money for a cab if he did not wish to
ride with CF. He was also told how he could file a grievance.
He refused all of the above and left. He was angry despite our
"brush off” plan. The plan was sound, and has been sufficient

in the past. I found the statements of the offi id
{3n CO and OPSC) as well as the officers who saw
when he was estioned (Bn XO and HET OIC)to be credible. I
never metuh although I engaged the local Iraqi Police
to establish a meetling with him to apologize for his
inconvenien i35 w never arranged. The HET report which
implicated as sound, and I believe that he was
involved in ACF activity. I found no evidence, nor has INERS
roduced any evidence, which validates his claim of abuse.

I find nothing to substantiate this claim.

5. Recormendations: Based on my interviews, I recommend that
this matter be closed. i stigation in indicated.
i further recommend that be monitored for future
links to reports on ACF activity.
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
