The
remaining 600 détainees are primarily Pakistani, with a few Sudanese, Banglzdesh and other
nationalities. :

Each detainse is also asked the following questions: 1) Do you have any knowledge of any threat
against the Unitad States or government of Afghanistan? 2) Do you have any Ynowledge of any
terrorist act - past, present or future - against the United States or government of Afgharisten? 3}
Do you have my information regarding Al Qaceda? 4) Do youbaveany information regarding
Usama Bin Ladin? 5) Have you traveled 1o any country outside of Afghanistan?

A series of questions regarding length of tirhe fighting for the Taliban, weapons assignment,
battles fought, tactics used, commanders and command structure, end place of capture by the
Northern Alliance forces are also asked. Detainees ate then asked directly the following
questions: 1) Are they enemies of the United States? 2) Would they attack and il the FBI
interviewers if they could? 3) Would they continue Jibad zgainst the U.S. upon release? And 4)
Woumld they be willing to conduct a martyrdom mission? Aboutten percent of detainess answer
2 fhrmatively to this series of questions. :

To date, about 800 detainees have been processed by the FBI team, which deployed from the
U.S. in early November, when General Abdul R asheed Dostum, the Special Representative {or
the North of the Afghm Govemnment who controls Sheberghan prison, indicated he would give
access to the detainees.

The remote submission cosures that at the least agents will know before the deployment is
completed that no wanted individual is among the 1,300 Sheberghan detainees, will know
whether any of the detainees had been arresied in the U.S., and will know that the fngerprints
and the photos are of sufficient quality 1o reside in TAFIS for future scarches end comparisons, Kt
is notad that the utility of this database could be critical to border security in coming years, as the

U.S. may go to & fingerprint-based visa system.

To 2pents conducting the interviews in Sheberghan, it became quickly apparent that the detainees
had been coached in counter-interrogation. Several detainees, in fact, stated that leaders witin
the prison bad held classes in what to 1]l the Americans, techniques that fit precisely into what is

The three openly admit the murder, though they dispute the
motive of the victim's cooperation and describe it as a personal grudge. Ageats have obtained
the local officer’s files, which contain a dozen statemnents of witnesses and participants to the
Killing, end ars having the statements translated to identify other conspirators. Interestingly, the
statement of one that has been translated indicates the leader’s motivation was the victim had
information that would have sent him to Cuba.
